UFO Project Contest for Roc Day

1. Dig out one of your unfinished objects and turn it into a finished
project.

2. Use your own hand spun yarn except for embellishments, but-
tons, etc..

3. Finish the project you started. You may have to undo part to
achieve that end. ie: turn a long sleeved sweater into a short
sleeved sweater because you ran out of yarn on the second
sleeve but NOT turn a sweater into a hat or shawl.

4. If you are one of those spinners who spins as they knit, you may
introduce new yarn from the same source as the original yarn of
the UFO.

5. A short history - how old (best guess), when started, who for,
and anything else you want to add. Keep it anonymous.

6. Judging will be people's choice.
